social, cognitive, physical and emotional development during the early childhood years. Students will analyze
specific aspects and components of high quality environments for young children and will learn important
principles applied to the design of indoor and outdoor environments for preschool

children.

» Design principles and guidelines to create high quality indoor environments.

1. Explain how the physical environments experienced in childhood contribute to the
social, cognitive, emotional and physical development of young children.
2. Describe the key components of a well-designed outdoor play space for young children.
3. Apply specific design principles and guidelines that work together to create
a high-quality indoor play space for children.
4. Demonstrate the ability to design a pre-school environment that gives young children
and their families a sense of belonging.
5. Design, establish, maintain and evaluate developmentally appropriate environments that
respond to the developmental needs and interests of young children.
