COURSE OBJECTIVES:  The course introduces students to the historical background of society’s 

treatment of individuals with exceptionalities, the etiology of a variety of exceptionalities and disabling 

conditions, signs and symptoms of various exceptionalities, best practices when supporting young 

children with exceptionalities in an early childhood setting and familial issues when a child presents 

with an exceptionality.
